-stored (if there rampafts) can last for a long time, without
rotting... In the interior of the rampart, horsemen as well as
infantrymen move from one end of the city to another. The
rampart is pierced through by windows which open on the
side of the city, and it is through these windows that light

enters inside. The lower part of the rampart is built of stone;

the upper.- part of Brichs. It has many towers close to one
another. There are twenty eight gates of this city which are
called darwaza, of there, the Budaun Darwaza is the greatest;
inside the Mandui Darwaza there is a grain market..It (the city
of Delhi) has a fine cemetery in which graves have domes over
them, and those that do not have a dome, have an arch, for
sure. In the cemetery they sow flowers such as tuberose,

jasmine, wild rose etc; and flowers blossom there in all

There goes the money-lender with his
money and he is able to get the villages in his pocket There
is the landlord himself, the zamindar, and 'the malguzar and
‘there ‘are various other people who are able to exploit there
Vlllages There is no elementary educatlon even among the
‘people. These dre the real minorities that need-protection and

assurances of protection. In order to give them the necessary

~protectiori, we will need much more than-this Resolution.
